INSTALL FRONT ARCH SIMILAR TO FRONT ARCH OF THE BASE BACKSTOP. THE EXTENSION
ARCH ISTO BE 10’-4 %2” IN FRONT OF THE BASE BACKSTOP.
2. INSERT THE TOP FRONT BRACE IN THE STUB ON THE FRONT BASE ARCH AND THE
EXTENSION ARCH. TIGHTEN THE SET SCREWS.
3. THE EXTENSION BRACES ARE TO BE SPACED AT APPROXIMATELY 7°-6” C-C. PLACE A
BRACE BAND AT THIS SPACING TO RECEIVE THE EIGHT REMAINING FRONT BRACES.
4. PLACE THE SLIP FITTING IN EACH END OF THE FRONT BRACE AND ATTACH TO THE BRACE
BANDS USING HARDWARE PROVIDED. ADJUST TO MAKE THE FRONT ARCH
